Bath Natural Burial Meadow sits in the heart of
the countryside, just four miles from the city of
Bath within the Cotswold Area of Outstanding
Natural Beauty.

Jock Cross (1918-2002) loved this land in the
beautiful Midford valley. It was owned by his
aunt, Ivy Cross. From the age of 14 and for the
rest of his working life, Jock farmed the land. He
and his wife Janet (1935-2023), who was a nurse,
raised their four daughters on the farm.

Bath Natural Burial Meadow is the result of
Janet’s vision for a sustainable alternative to
cemeteries. It’s where burials return goodness
to the earth, sheep graze the field keeping it rich
in wildflowers, and we have an opportunity to
minimise our impact on the environment at the
end of our lives.

Today family members still live here and
continue to care for the farmland which is rich in
a wonderful diversity of wild plants, animals, and
birds.
